1. Open Dreamweaver.
2. Create a new HTML page. 

· Click Basic Page on the left.

· Click HTML on the right.

· Click Make Document XHTML-compatible in bottom right corner.

· Click Create.

3. Switch to Code view.
4. Locate the Title: box and enter an appropriate and descriptive title for your page.
5. Locate the <body></body> tags.  Remember, everything you want on the page MUST be typed between the opening and closing tags.

6. Create your vacation page. Refer to the requirements below to determine what you need to include.  Save your page as vacation.htm in the folder specified by your instructor. Save often.

Requirements
Your page must include the following:

· A minimum of 2 paragraphs of interesting summer vacation information.
· Several heading tags logically used (i.e. H1 for page heading, H2 for paragraph titles etc.).

· A bulleted or numbered list.

· Links to sites with more information.

· A footer (a horizontal rule, last updated date and a mail to link).
NOTE: DO NOT add any color or formatting at this time.
