Project Overview

Students will create their first web page.  This activity will introduce students to writing and modifying HTML code.  The topic for this first page is “Summer Vacation”.

Sample Pre-Assignment Activity
Follow these steps together as a class:

Have students write the text below into their editing program.

Go over how to save & preview the file in a browser.

When previewing the file, discuss how the text appears versus how it has been written (HTML ignores white space)

As a class, begin adding the necessary tags to make the statements written true (see solution HTML below).

Be sure to discuss what is happening with the students as you work.

You can add other HTML coding such as a bulleted list, table cells, horizontal rules… etc.

Helpful Hints


You may feel more comfortable using a program such as NotePad or WordPad when introducing the students to HTML.  These programs force the student to write the code, without any availability of the program doing the HTML for you (as in Dreamweaver).


Students may feel that they do not have anything to write about.  You may want to suggest that students take some liberties with the truth in writing about their summer.


Eventually students will be required to upload this file to the Web. Make sure students understand that everything they put online will be available for EVERYONE to read (including their English teachers, their mothers, etc.). They need to keep this fact in mind when developing any Web page.
