1. Open Dreamweaver.
2. Create a new HTML page.

· Click HTML on the right.

· Click Make Document XHTML-compatible in bottom right corner.

· Click Create.

3. Switch to Code view.
4. Locate the Title: box and enter Web Site Evaluation.
5. Code the same title on your page between <h1> tags. 
6. Create a working link to the site you are reviewing.

7. Refer to the requirements below to determine what should be included in your review.  Each section should be a bulleted list.

8. Save your page as eval.htm in the folder specified by your instructor.  Save often.

Requirements
Your review needs to include all the major points covered in the class discussion or as provided by your teacher.  Each major point will be a list header and the sub points are bullets.

· Internal and external links work – yes
