Web Site Evaluation


Project Overview

The activity starts with a class discussion on what criteria should be used when evaluating web sites, leading to the creation of a class-generated rubric that students will use to evaluate a web site and apply to all their work from this point on. NOTE: There is a similar project in the DD binder, activity 3.2. 
Enduring Understanding
Designing web sites is a constantly changing and evolving task involving a multitude of variables.  In planning, designing and creating web sites, designers must choose the line of best fit, working to meet the needs of everyone as best as possible.

Preparation


Review the rubrics listed above and have in mind the points you wish the students to cover.





Differentiation


Modification


Provide students with a skeleton rubric and instruct them to fill in the details.


Challenge


Postpone the discussion until after students have evaluated a site. Have them create a rubric as they evaluate.


Instructional Strategies


Guide the students through several Web sites of both poor and good design. Ask them to apply what they know about Web page design to the design of Web site. What other elements now need to be considered (e.g., consistency in layout/organization and color/design, ease of navigation from page to page including number of clicks it takes to reach desired page)?





Helpful Hints


You may want to assign sites for students to evaluate. Tasking them with finding specific information will force them to actually use the Web site rather than just browse it (e.g., finding contact information for a specific person or information about a specific product or service).
