Web Site Structure

Project Overview

It is imperative that before students begin creating Web sites, they understand the importance of the underlying structure and the proper naming conventions of files destined to be uploaded to a remote server.  

Present the following scenario to the students: In an effort to cut costs the library has stopped organizing books.  As new books are added to the library they are placed on any shelf that has room.  How easy would it be to find a book you were looking for?  Now imagine you are the Web master of a large site (500+ pages) and you are trying to work on a particular page. As in the library example, without a logical and organized directory structure, simply locating the page to work on would be a huge task. It is important to create this structure before you begin, especially since making Web pages involves working with a variety of document types (HTML, .jpg, gif and .pngs, style sheet files and possibly included files).  In addition to properly structuring your Web site, it is a good idea to conform to several naming conventions.  See Activity 2.12 Guide in DD for guideline examples.
If you feel that students need more practice using the guidelines and conventions, provide them with the student worksheet which presents them with a scenario and several sample filenames that need renaming.
It is strongly suggested that students use the following directory structure in this Web design class:
Web design folder in their student folder (this will contain ALL Web design class work.)
--Web_site (this will contain the files to upload)

-----images (inside the Web_site folder)
-----index.html (home page to the Web site)

--project_one_name (project folder for the first project)

-----images (inside the project one folder)

-----index.html (the home page of project one)
--practice_projects (for all small one page practice files)

-----images 

-----index.html – (TOC of all small practice files)

-----eval.html

In summary, every folder has an image subfolder and there is a project folder for each student project.  Remind students frequently in the next few weeks to make use of this structure (images should go into images folder, etc.).
You may need to assist the students in moving their vacation.html file and eval.html file into the appropriate folders.

Enduring Understanding
Designing Web sites is a constantly changing and evolving task involving a multitude of variables.  In planning, designing and creating Web sites, designers must choose the line of best fit, working to meet the needs of everyone as best as possible.

Slashes are not allowed in filenames  me_president.jpg or me_and_prez.jpg
4. ClassPhoto.jpg (this is a photo of the graduating class of 2005)

Possible answer to scenario:
Create a separate folder for each wedding and create separate folders for design images and sample wedding images.  The only files that should be present in the main directory are HTML files.  In the wedding subfolders there are also image folders so when you first open each subfolder you see index.html of that subfolder and another images folder.  [image: image1.png]
