	Commonly used to apply or remove bold
	span.feature {font-wieght: bold}

strong.warning {font-weight: normal; color: red}

	font-family
	
	Common Font Families:

· Arial, Helvetica, sans-serif
· "Times New Roman", Times, serif

	Use web safe fonts.  Provide backup fonts separated by commas.  The last font should be sans-serif or serif.

Fonts with names longer than one word must go in quotes.  For example, “Times New Roman.” 
	body {font-family: Arial, Helvetica, sans-serif}

h1, h2, h3, h4, h5, h6 {

   font-family: “Times New Roman”, Times, serif;

	line-height
	
	Set in px, em, or %
	Determines vertical space between lines. Margins and paddings do not apply between lines. 

For accessibility it is best to use percent or em, rather than px.
	p {line-height: 200%}

h2 {line-height: 1.2em}

	text-decoration
	
	underline, line-through, none
	Used to add or remove underlining or strike throughs from elements.
	a {text-decoration: none}

	text-align
	
	left, right, center, justify
	Sets horizontal alignment for text
	p.explain {text-align: justify}

	text-transform
	
	capitalize, uppercase, lowercase, none
	Overrides text as formatting.
	h3 {text-transform: uppercase}

	color
	
	Use either color names (see list) or hexadecimal format.
	Non web-safe colors may not display exactly how you expect.

Some hexadecimal values can be written in short form.  For example, #000000 = #000

#00ccff = #0cf

However, a number like #7ce87f cannot be written in short form.
