	a:link {text-decoration: none}

The states include the following:

:link, :visited, :active, :hover, :focus.  They must appear in this order.

Currenty, cross browser support only works for pseudo selectors applied to the anchor <a> tag.

a:visited {color: purple}

a:active {color: black}
