A complete page contains all the necessary web page elements: header, navigation, content, and footer.  In addition to the listed elements your pages must contain logically organized sub-sections.  It is important to maintain consistency from page to page.  Your navigation should be in the same location and the links to the other pages should remain in the same order from page to page.  Every page of your site should be reachable from every page of your site and it should be immediately clear which page you are on.  You could either use an indicator next to the link or create a header that closely matched the link text.
