Creating A Web Site
Project Overview

Students will create two more pages to accompany their vacation page to complete a vacation web site.  The topic for the next two pages could be how the student’s friends and pets spent their summer.  This activity will reinforce the idea of writing XHTML code while integrating the idea of using web page elements introduced earlier.  Review with the students the W3schools site listed in the resources section.  It is also important to begin discussing consistency among pages.  Often students want to make each page look completely different.  When working on a web site all pages should be as consistent looking as possible.  Provide the students with the template, make sure to briefly discuss the new sections – doctype etc. 
Enduring Understanding
Designing web sites is a constantly changing and evolving task involving a multitude of variables.  In planning, designing and creating web sites, designers must choose the line of best fit, working to meet the needs of everyone as best as possible.
