Goal: 
Find and apply appropriate color schemes to each section of the color_schemes.htm document.  You will need to create a color scheme that contains the background color, text color, heading color and link color.  Three to four colors are the maximum for each section; you may use a color more than once in a scheme.  For example you heading color and link color may be the same.  

1. Open color_schemes.htm from the HO folder and save to your practice folder.

2. View the code.  For this project we will create the CSS in the document.

3. Switch to the design view of the document.  Take note of the subjects you are required to find color schemes for.

4. Open a browser and visit one of the following sites
a. http://returnofdesign.com/colors/
b. http://www.colorcombos.com/combolibrary.html
c. http://www.colourlovers.com
5. Use the site to collect three to four hexadecimal codes for each section/theme.

6. Return to the code and replace the color codes in the restaurant section.

7. Repeat with each section.  You will need to copy and paste the CSS from restaurant section to the other subject sections.
8. In addition to creating the color scheme you will need to justify your selection and support your reasoning with information and buzzwords from the research at pointerextra.org and morecrayons.com

9. When you have completed this assignment you will have FOUR separate and distinct color schemes that are appropriate to each section.  The last section is your subject choice – you still need to pick an appropriate color scheme for whatever subject you choose.

10. Place your name as a HTML comment at the bottom of the page AND as a CSS comment at the top of you style section(just inside the <style> section).
