	Goes inside of the head tag. 

Self closing.

Contains meta information about the web page.

First meta tag must include language and characterset attributes.  This should be the first line of markup inside of the <head> tag.  Other meta tags come after <title>

Meta tags do not equate to higher search engine rankings. However, the description meta tag often shows up in search engines as the description of the page.

	Displays at the top of the web browser, saves as the name for bookmarks, appears as title and link in search engine results.

Goes inside of the head tag, after the <meta /> tag with characterset attribute.

Should contain name of the webpage and name of the site.

	Marks up headers, section titles, or sub headings on page.  The number represents the order of importance of the header.

Only one <h1></h1> should go on a page.   Header tags work in a nested  hierarchy , meaning an <h2> is a subheading for <h1>, <h3> is a subheading for <h2>, etc.

Is self closing.

Must contain the src and alt attributes.  The src attribute must contain the proper path to the image.  The alt attribute gives a plain English description of the image for people browsing the web without images enabled or without the ability to see images.

	Anchor
	
	Used to make links, both internal and external.

External and absolute links must include the http:// in the href attribute value

Must have an href attribute to link anywhere.

Relative Link:

<a href=“about.html”>About</a>

Named (Internal) Link:

<a href=“#more”>Read More</a>



	<em></em>
	Emphasized
	
	Marks something that should have emphasis.  Often comes within a <p>, <li>, or some related tag.

Has replaced the <i>.  Usually displays in browses with italics if there is no CSS overriding it.
	<p>A paragraph that has something that should receive <em>emphasis</em>.</p>

	<strong></strong>
	Strong
	
	Used to mark text that should receive extra strong emphasis.

Has replaced the use of the <b> tag. Usually displays in browses with font-weight bold if there is no CSS overriding it.
	<p>A paragraph that has something that should receive <strong>extra strong emphasis</strong>.</p>

	<ol></ol>
	Ordered List
	
	Marks a list where the order of the list items matters.

Must contain <li> tags.

	Unordered List
	
	Marks a list where the order of the list is not important.

	Used to identify a unique element on a webpage.  Can only use an id name once on a page.
