Publishing Web Sites

Project Overview

Students will create a basic portfolio page and publish that page along with their vacation site.  Information on defining a site in preparation for publishing is presented in Activity 3.1 (DD) and is covered extensively in the tutorials section of the help file (Help > Tutorials > Getting Started).

Preparation


Determine the host your students will upload to.  Make sure that the host you choose allows FTP.  Tripod.com is an acceptable free host.  If you choose a free site like Tripod each student will need to create an account.  Practice completing the registration for the host you choose and be prepared to walk the students through the process.


Review the Activity 3.1 Guide in DD and if necessary make copies for the students.

Create an index page that the students can download and modify.


Challenge


Have students create a thumbnail image of their vacation project and use that as a link on portfolio index.


Instructional Strategies


Have students assist each other in setup of the site definition.


Helpful Hints


Make sure that students have created the necessary folders and set up their site correctly.


Inform students to select YES when asked by DW if they want to include dependents when they “put” files.  With this feature, the program will find the images and style sheets you are using for a page and upload those as well.  Other FTP programs do not.  If you upload a web page in another FTP program it will upload only the page and not the images on that page.  DW will as long as you say YES to dependent files.





More Helpful Hints


At most tech mod schools Dreamweaver will NOT save the site definition after students logout.  It is important that after students correctly define their site the export a backup copy.


In the Site Manager or Edit Sites:


Click Export


Save the .ste file to a safe location


When students log in and open Dreamweaver they will need to import the site definition (.ste file).


As above, but choose Import.
