	Can be set using px, em, or %
	Be sure to know rules about box model in relation to width.  

Actual width = width + margin-left + margin-right + padding-left + padding-right + border-width times two.

For example: 

.box {  

     width: 200px; 
    

     border:10px black solid;  
     margin: 10px;  

     padding:10px;  

}
would have an actual width of 260px.

NOTE: You cannot apply width to an inline element.
	.box {width: 200px}

h1 {width: 100%;}



	margin
	
	Can be set using px, em, or %
	Can apply unique margin values to all sides at once using shorthand method.

Shorthand Method:

top right bottom left

AND:

top/bottom right/left

Can also use margin-top, margin-right, margin-bottom, and margin-left properties.

NOTE: margin 0 does not need a unit assigned.  0px = 0% = 0em
	p {margin: 10px 0;}

.footer {margin: 20px 0 10px 0;}

h2 {margin-left: 20px;}

	padding
	
	Same as margin
	Same as margin
	p {padding: 10px 0 3px 5px;}

h2.news {padding-left: 10px;}

	Same as width
	See explanation for width

Often times height is used with the overflow property
	.box {height: 3em; }

	overflow
	
	hidden,

scroll,

visible
	Determines what should happen if there is more content (text) than will fit in the set height.
	.box {height: 200px; overflow: scroll;}

	display
	
	inline

block
	Sets element to inline or block element.  Block elements take up their own line (with floats) and inline elements do not.

NOTE: You cannot put a block element inside of an inline element
	ul#sub-menu li {display: inline}

span.warning {display: block}

	list-style-type
	
	Common Types:

· circle
· decimal
· lower-alpha

· upper-alpha

· square

· none
	Apply to <li> element

Sets the shape/character that appears before each list item.
	ul#menu li {list-style-type: none}

ol#top-ten li {list-style-type: upper-alpha}

	list-style-position
	
	inside,

outside
	Sets whether list-item-images appear inside or outside of the width area of the box model.
	ul.sub-menu {

   list-style-position: inside

}

	list-style-image
	
	url(folder/image.gif);

none
	Use url(imagepath.gif) to apply custom list item bullet or character.

Set to none to remove bullet or character.

NOTE: For custom images, set list-style-image to none and apply the image using background-image.
	ul#downloads li.pdf {

   list-style-image: url(images/pdf.gif);

}

OR

ul#downloads li.pdf {

   list-style-image: none;

   background-image: url(images/pdf.gif);

   background-position: 2px 50%;

}



	position 
	
	static (default)

relative

absolute
	Used in conjunction with left, top, float, and clear to position elements.

Static is the default positioning of elements.

Relative positioned elements can be moved from where they would normally appear.

Absolute positioning takes the element out of the document flow and moves it according to its position within the containing relatively positioned element.

Absolute positioning can have issues with cross browser support in IE6 and older.


	.box {

   position: relative;

   left: 20px;

}

img#logo {position: absolute; top:150; left: 20px}

	float
	
	left

right

none
	Allows elements to be taken out of the normal document flow.  Other text or content will wrap around it.

Block level floated elements should have widths applied to them.

Float does not work with absolutely positioned elements.

NOTE: Floats can be tricky.  Check out these tutorials for more information:

none
	Prevents the element being cleared from appearing to the left or right (or either) of other elements.

Often used with the float property
	#footer {

   width: 750px;

	z-index 
	
	Can be assigned negative and positive numbers.  Zero is default.

No unit is used, just a number.
	When applied to absolutely positioned elements, makes them appear in front of or behind other elements on the z-axis.

Higher numbers appear in front, lower and negative numbers appear behind.
	.sticker {

   position: absolute;

   top: 20px;

   left: -10px;

   z-index: 10;

   background-image: url(images/sticker.gif);

   background-repeat: no-repeat;

   width: 40px;

   height: 40px;

  overflow: visible;

}
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
